(Z-Wave 4-in-1 Sensor: 

Motion, Temperature, Humidity, and Light Sensor) 

The Aeotec MultiSensor is a USB or battery-powered 
Z-Wave motion sensor, temperature sensor, humidity 
sensor, and lighting sensor all in one package. The 
sensor will send radio signals to up to 6 associated 
Z-Wave devices within its own Z-Wave network when 
the Motion Sensor detects IR changes in front of its 
viewing window. 

Indoor/Outdoor functional tolerances allow the Aeotec 
MultiSensor to function under weatherized conditions. 
Various sensitivity levels can be configured to avoid 
unintentional triggering from small animals such as cats 
and dogs. 

By taking advantage of the Z-Wave mesh network, 
commands can be routed to their destination via 
intermediary "listening· Z-Wave products. Products that 
are Z-Wave certified can be used and communicate with 
other Z-Wave certified devices.

Removing/R esetting the MultiSensor from your

Troubleshooting : If the MultiSensor was successfully removed 
from the Z-Wave IIBiwork, pressing the Z-Wave Button will cause the 
LED to blink. If the MulliSensor was not successfully removed from 
lhe Z-Wave network the LED will stay sohd for a few seconds 

Monitoring M otion 

The MultiSensor cal send Basic Set Command to assooation group 1, 
which is setup via the Association Command Class. when the Motion 
Sensor detects mo\'ement to control the associated dev1ces to ·oPEN'" 
state. After 4 minutJs by default. 1f the Mo t1on Sensor 1s not triggered 
aga~n, the MultiSensor will send Basic Set Command to these dev1ces to 
set them to their "CLOSE" stale. However, 1f the Motion SensO< IS 
tnggered again 10 4 m1nutes. the MultiSensor will reset the timing and 
start liming aga1n 

The 4 minutes dela) t1me can be changed through the usage of Z-Wave 
command built 1nto Z-Wave certified controllers/gateways. (The specific 
Z-Wave command supporting th1s function is Conftguration Command 
Class) Please con·Jult the operation manual for these controllers I 
gateways for speciftc 1nstruct1ons on setting the MultiSensor. 

Monitoring T~mperature, Humidity and luminance 

The MultiSensor Ci;ln report temperature, humidity, and luminance to 
a Z-Wave gateway Of controller when requested. If this function IS 
supported by the g .Jteway/conlroller, the data will be displayed in the 
user interface of the gateway/controller. (The specific Z-Wave 
command support.ng the monitoring is the Multilevel Sensor 
Command Class and Multi Channel Command Class. Automatic 
reports are sent til association group 1 , which is setup via the 
Association Comm1nd Class.) Please consult the operation manual 
for these gateways controllers for specific instructions on setting the 
Multi Sen sO<.
